TO RECEIVE WRITTEN APPLICATIONS FOR THE OFFICER OF PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR KIRK SANDALL AND TO CO-OPT A CANDIDATE TO FILL THE VANCNCY – 
It was decided by all Councillors that the two applications were excellent and they had difficulty deciding who would be the stronger applicant. Therefore, the Clerk was asked to contact both applicants and ask them to attend the next Parish Council meeting on the 20th October and do a 3-minute speech about themselves, asking them to talk in particular about how they think they can make a difference as a Parish Councillor.

Cllr Fix welcomed a member of public who has joined for no particular discussion point, just to observe.

8    S. YORKSHIRE POLICE ISSUES 
Cllr Stapleton reported that there had been no Anti-Social behaviour issues reported this month in Barnby Dun and there has been more visible patrols in place by the police.

9 DMBC NEIGHBOURHOOD ISSUES 
a) An Email circulated on 20/8 from Mr Mander regarding speeding in Barnby Dun was discussed. It was recognised by all Councillors present that speeding is an issue in the village however it was re-iterated that speed enforcement is not the responsibility of the Parish Council and any speed reduction measures are dealt with by the Local Authority DMBC. Cllr Stapleton suggested that the Clerk contact Mr Mander and ask him to contact Cllr Stapleton directly to discuss this matter further.

b) A request from Mr David Bateman, a Barnby Dun resident, for funding towards Full Fibre Internet was discussed. Cllr Stapleton informed the meeting that he had already met with Mr Bateman and has explained that there is a review underway as to whether the Full Fibre broadband will be rolled out at the same time in Barnby Dun as Kirk Sandall therefore he suggested that he wait until this review was completed. Cllr Stapleton will find out who the DMBC liaison contact is for the Full Fibre project and inform the Clerk so we can invite them to a Parish Council meeting for more information on this project.

10  SPORTS ASSOCIATION 
a) Quotations have been received for new Sports equipment at the Recreation Ground. A meeting was proposed for the Spots Association Committee on Wednesday 22nd September at 18.30 to be held at the Sports Ground to discuss these quotations as a separate matter. All Cllrs agreed.

a) Welding quote for the Skate Park 
Cllr Currigan explained he was unable to obtain any further quotes other than the one from TRIMESH to weld the repairs on the Skate Park. Cllr Currigan explained that due to the type of welding required to repair the park, very few contractors are able to carry out this work therefore no local alternative quotes were available.
It was agreed by all Councillors that this work would be authorised to go ahead on the skate park to make it fit for use along with the weather resistant paint that is also in the quote for the cost of £4710.00 +VAT.

c) Request for donation for Fire Works from the Sports Association.
It was discussed that in previous years we have always donated £500
The Sports association has requested £750 and provided their bank account details for the councillors to consider this decision. Councillors agreed a £500 donation. Clerk to arrange.

11 GLASS PARK  
Cllr Needham updated that the AGM is to be held on the 20th September.

12 HALLS 
a) Assembly Hall Matters
Anti-Social Behaviour –The Clerk updated the Councillors on a recent incident at the Assembly hall where a group of youths had put a brick through the hall window one evening. This issue has been reported to the police, a crime number obtained and the local PCSO has viewed the CCTV. The footage is not clear enough of the faces to take any formal action, however members of the group were known to the PCSO and we were reassured that patrols would increase in our area. 

New revised hall timetable – The Clerk shared and updated hall timetable for both the Parish Hall and the Assembly Hall – both of which are now back to being used much more frequently.
It was noted that the Assembly hall has now very little space available to book and when in full use in over the period of a month – may still not make a profit. Therefore, it was agreed by all Councillors that the hourly rate should be reviewed at the Budget Setting Meeting. Cllr Needham offered to research charges of other local halls around Doncaster to enable us to compare our rates.
This item will be carried forward to the Budget Setting meeting in November/December.


b) Parish Hall 
Cllr Nevett proposed to the Clerk prior to the meeting that the relevant Committees for the Council Properties hold a Facilities Maintenance Review. This would be to decide on any maintenance that needs completing on the above properties and prioritise the works to be completed.
Clerk to organise the meetings of the committees. 



13 PLAY PARKS, OTHER RECREATIONAL AREAS AND ALLOTMENT MATTERS 
a) Parish Hall Park Issues 
Quotation for jobs agreed from July 2021 meeting has not been received in time therefore it is to be carried to the next meeting.
b) Allotments

16 WASTE TRANSFER STATION 
An email was sent by the Clerk to Lee Richardson on 25.08.2021 regarding the concerns raised at the August Parish Council meeting about vehicles contravening the weight restrictions travelling in and out of Barnby Dun on Fordstead Lane. No reply received to date.
Clerk agreed to continue this line of contact and follow up for the October Meeting.

17 CHRISTMAS LIGHTS
The Clerk Updated the councillors on the Christmas Lights project. There are issues with DMBC allowing the lights to be powered via the lamp post using a Bungie strap. Many Parish Councils are having the same issues. Cllr Nevett has written to the Deputy Mayor to try and progress this matter further however there seems to be no solution to the lighting of the trees from street lamp posts and the suggestion from DMBC is that a separate power supply is required. This is at the cost of £2,500.
All Cllrs agreed that if this was the only option available that they would authorise the spend in order to get the lights lit for the village this Christmas. Clerk to continue the work on this project.
